Several subdciplines such as,
Bibliometrics, Scientometrics and lnfom% )hwo emerged. The term informetrics is
comparatively speaking, a recent devewmwﬂen used to include both Bibliometrics
and Scienometrics. The British Standards Documentation Term (1976) defines bibliometrics as
“Study of the use of documents and patterns of publications in which mathematical and statistical
methods have been applied”. Merton and Garficld in 1963reported that the rate of increase in
multiple authorship varies from one subject area to another.

Objective of the Study:
Present study has been undertaken with a view
To measure productivity patterns of female information scientists (librarians) in rural

areas of Nagpur district.
However, specific objective of the study are:

1. To know the author productivity;

2. To find out the language wise productivity;

3. To find out the year wise productivity:

4. To trace out year wise growth rate of publications; and

5. To find out the length of paper

Hypothesis of the Study:
The hypothesis formulated for the study as
1. More the publications are published in English language;
2. More years have positive growth rate of publications; and
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4. An attempt was made (o see the applicability of 80/20 Rule. Square root of total authors in
females librarians in the rural aréas of Nagpur district is 2.83 ie. around 3 authors,
contribute to 71.20% of the total papers, which is more than 50% as predicted by De Solla
Price, which means the data fits in the price Square Root Law. Similarly, it can be observed
that 10% and 30% of authors contributed only 47.20% and 60.80% of the total papers
respectively, this is much below the 80% as predicted by 80/20 Rules while 71.20% papers
are contributed by 40% of total authors, (Table no. 2 and 3)

5. As regards the authorship pattern, 42.40% papers were single authored and 53.60% two
authored which indicates that collaboration up to 2 authors is prominent. It is also found that
most productive year was 2017, followed by 2014, 2012 and 2013. The year 2006-2017 are
clearly indicating that the research is being shifted from solo to team, because tendency to
collaborate 2-4 authors have been evident during the this period. It is further observed that,
in the year wise authorship pattern the highest number of single authored publications, two
authored publications and three authored publications are 11 in 2012, 16 in two years 2014
& 2017, and 2 in 2017 year respectively. 18 publications are found in the year 2014 and
2017 which were highest numbers of multi authored publications, followed by 11 in 2013
and 5 in 2016. (Table no. 4)

6. As regards the length of paper, the highest range of papers i.e. 62.39% papers had less than,
or equal to 4 pages, followed by 30.77% had 5-8 pages. The lowest range being 6.84%
papers in the range of greater than or equal to 9 pages, It can be further noted that 5-8 and
greater than or equal to 9 range of pages had combinely 37.61% papers whereas the less than
or equal to 4 had 62.39% papers. Tt ':fl:tdielwl"lhl\l “Maximum papers have more than 5

Implications neseRRCRIT e
Based on the results/findings of the study the following are the implications

1. Multiple authorship should be encouraged.

2. Authors should increase their length of papers range.

3. Authors with highest publications should be given rewards.

4. Understanding research activity is one of the motivating factor, the authors undertake
research activity to the maximum extent possible and should write research papers on the
area of interested research ficld.

5. Research is a continuously process; the authors should publish their research work on
regular basis.
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
