No financial
commitment whatsoever’s, on the part of either signatory to this general document, is
intended or implied.

The Linkage shall remain in force for a period of THREE (3) years from the date of the last
signature and will be renewed automatically for periods of the same duration unless it is
revoked with the understanding that it may be terminated by the appropriate authorities of
either party. The collaborative and clustered activities like faculty exchange, students
exchange, organizing Webinars or Seminars, Faculty Development of professional
development courses and also skill development of capability enhancement courses can
also be undertaken or organized with due permission from the parties entered into this
agreement in future also. The entire planning and decision for each activity will be
discussed well in advance with each other and with the consent of all the activities will be
planned and organized. As per this agreement on institution will take initiative for the
planning and the activity and will work with responsibilities for the smooth conduction of
the activity whereas it would be the turn of the other institutions to organize the other
activity in collaboration. The communication and sharing will be of utmost importance for
each institution and on the basis of this agreement it would be a sort of binding on all the
parties entering into this linkage agreement.
